4. Be the primary contact with other Lutheran clergy.

5. Attend the annual National Lutheran Secretariat meeting, if possible.

6. Maintain and update documentation relevant to the position.
7. Update and maintain documentation relevant to the position of Spiritual Director.

8. Regularly attend all secretariat meetings.

9. Regularly attend as many Via de Cristo gatherings as possible.

10. Pray regularly for the leaders serving on the secretariat and for weekend team members and participants.
